Something to Consider

It seems apparent that we Orthodox cannot have real friendship with God or man without real community. This is why
the breakup of traditional, old-country village life converts or Westernized Orthodox who wish to make North American
Orthodoxy less “ethic” are being short-sighted. Some of the only authentic villages (in other words, tight-knit, stable
communities) on North American soil are to be found in the ethnic Orthodox churches. These villages are a unique
oasis of communion, responsibility and family life in a very impersonal urban desert...

It is not mere happenstance that our Orthodox communities have many practical social activities that draw people
into deep and lasting friendships. Bake sales, lamb roasts, Tavern nights, basketball leagues and dances are sacred
activities when they draw like-minded people together in the context of the local church. This is especially so if the par-
ticipants in these activities, their children, and their children’s children reject the pyrrhic “upward mobility” of American
life and stay in one place long enough to provide a truly stable environment. It is only possible to have a community if
its members are more committed to it than to their careers. Only when people stay in one place can they exercise the
unconditional love that is the prerequisite for love of neighbor.

The person you bake bread with year after year for the Church’s food festival will pray for your soul when you die...
The bread you bake together, the lamb you roast, the raffle tickets you sell, or the church property you clean is more
than it seems to be a first glance. Human communities are not built on grand theories about the “brotherhood of man”,
but by women who bake bread together and men who ref basketball leagues together day-in and day-out, decade after
decade, seeking no more reward than the good of the local church. Moreover, since all of life is sacred, these so-called
“social activities” need no justification. They are as spiritual as any Bible study ever was. However, they do teach us a
lesson: We came to God together or not to all. And Christian community involves the whole person, not just some

Sunday of The Prodigal Son

The Gospel reading of this day (Lk. 15, 11-32) gives the second theme
of Lent: that of a return to God. It is not enough to acknowledge sins and
to confess them. Repentance remains fruitless without the desire and
the decision to change life, to go back to God. The true repentance has
as its source the spiritual beauty and purity which man has lost. "...|
shall return to the compassionate Father crying with tears, receive me
as one of Thy servants."

At Matins of this day to the usual psalms of the Polyeleos "Praise ye
the name of the Lord" (Ps. 135), the Psalm 137 is added, "By the rivers
of Babylon, there we sat down, yea we wept, when we remembered
Zion... If | forget thee, O Jerusalem, let my right hand forget her cun-
ning..." The Christian remembers and knows that what he lost: the com-
munion with God, the peace and joy of His Kingdom. He was baptized,
introduced into the Body of Christ. Repentance, therefore, is the renewal L \ 7.

of baptism, a movement of love, which brings him back to God.
