SUNDAY OF ALL SAINTS

The first Sunday after the Feast of Holy Pentecost is observed
by the Orthodox Church as the Sunday of All Saints.

INTRODUCTION

The first Sunday after the Feast of Holy Pentecost is observed by
the Orthodox Church as the Sunday of All Saints. This day has been
designated as a commemoration of all of the Saints, all the Righteous,
the Prophets, Apostles, Martyrs, Confessors, Shepherds, Teachers,
and Holy Monastics, both men and women alike, known and unknown,
who have been added to the choirs of the Saints and shall be added,
from the time of Adam until the end of the world, who have been per-
fected in piety and have glorified God by their holy lives.

BACKGROUND

Honoring the friends of God with much reverence, the Prophet-King
David says, "But to me, exceedingly honorable are Thy friends, O
Lord" (Ps. 138:16). And the Apostle Paul, recounting the achieve-
ments of the Saints, and setting forth their memorial as an example
that we might turn away from earthly things and from sin, and emulate
their patience and courage in the struggles for virtue, says,
"Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so great a
cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every burden, and the sin which
doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is
set before us" (Heb. 12:1).

This commemoration began as the Sunday (Synaxis) of All Martyrs;
to them were added all the ranks of Saints who bore witness (the
meaning of "Martyr" in Greek) to Christ in manifold ways, even if occa-
sion did not require the shedding of their blood.

Therefore, guided by the teaching of the Divine Scriptures and Apos-

tolic Tradition, we honor all the Saints, the friends of God, for they are
keepers of God's commandments, shining examples of virtue, and

benefactors of mankind. Of course, we honor the known Saints espe-

cially on their own day of the year, as is evident in the Menologion. But
since many Saints are unknown, and their number has increased with
time, and will continue to increase until the end of time, the Church
has appointed that once a year a common commemoration be made
of all the Saints. This is the feast that we celebrate today. It is the har-
vest of the coming of the Holy Spirit into the world; it is the "much fruit"
brought forth by that "Grain of wheat that fell into the earth and
died" (John 12:24); it is the glorification of the Saints as "the founda-
tion of the Church, the perfection of the Gospel, they who fulfilled in
deed the sayings of the Savior" (Sunday of All Saints, Doxastikon of
Vespers).

In this celebration, then, we reverently honor and call blessed all the
Righteous, the Prophets, Apostles, Martyrs, Confessors, Shepherds,
Teachers, and Holy Monastics, both men and women alike, known
and unknown, who have been added to the choirs of the Saints and
shall be added, from the time of Adam until the end of the world, who
have been perfected in piety and have glorified God by their holy lives.
All these, as well as the orders of the Angels, and especially our most
holy Lady and Queen, the Ever-virgin Theotokos Mary, do we honor
on this day, setting their life before us as an example of virtue, and
entreating them to intercede in our behalf with God, Whose grace and
boundless mercy be with us all. Amen.

ICON OF THE SUNDAY OF ALL SAINTS

The icon of the Sunday of All Saints depicts our Lord and Savior
Jesus Christ seated above the throne of heaven surrounded by the
Saints. The rows of Saints included the Archangel Michael and other
Angels, the Theotokos and John the Baptist, the Apostles, Bishops,
Great Martyrs, Ascetics and Monastics. To the side of the throne are
Adam and Eve, bowing in reverence to Christ. They are joined by the
Saints, who are lifting their hands in worship to the King of Glory. At
the lower left of the icon is the Patriarch Abraham who has a righteous
soul in his bosom, as told in the story of Lazarus and the rich man in
the Gospel. At the lower center is the Good Thief who was crucified
with Christ. On the lower right is the Patriarch Jacob.

ORTHODOX CHRISTIAN CELEBRATION OF THE OF THE SUN-
DAY OF ALL SAINTS The Sunday of the Fathers of All Saints is cel-
ebrated with the Divine Liturgy of Saint John Chrysostom. The ser-
vices of Vespers, Orthros, and the Divine Liturgy include Resurrection-
al hymns of the tone of the week together with the hymns designated
for the Sunday of All Saints.

Scripture readings for the feast are the following: At the Divine Litur-
gy: Hebrews 11:33-40, 12:1-2 and Matthew 10:32-33, 37-38, 19:27-30

"Now, O man, imagine some precious vessel made out of all God's commandments, such as faith, the fear of God, humili-
ty, silence from idle speech, obedience unto death, the elimination of every inward will and movement of the heart, unremit-
ting penitence and compunction, constant prayer, custody of the eyes, detachment from one's neighbor, and equal charity
toward all, of absence of avarice, chastity, hope in God and perfect love toward Him, and of all other virtues that are their
consequences. Each of these is as it were a leaf by itself, whether of gold, silver, bronze, or precious stone, and the rest in
their order of other materials, all united into one and joined and fitted together by the Spirit. As has been said, they form the
man into a useful vessel, into which the grace of God is poured like new wine (cf. Mt. 9:17)."
