God's first and only commandment - the first and only one, as all the other commandments are the result of this first one -

is to love God with all of your heart. Christ Himself said that the first commandment is: "You shall love the Lord your God
with all of your soul, with all of your heart, with all of your might and with all of your mind."

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And a second commandment - a second one, similar to the first - which springs from within the first commandment - is the
one that says "love your neighbour". Everything else is a result of these. If you love your neighbour, you will not rob him, you
will not lie to him, you will not be unjust with him, you will not take his things, you will not tamper with his wife, you will not
interfere with his home, you will not censure him...that's what we mean by "results of the first commandment". The "love your
neighbour" is likewise a result of the first commandment. If you truly love God, it is impossible to not love your neighbour. A
person who loves God will have - as a natural result of his love towards God - a love towards his brethren also.

Therefore, the first and only commandment by God is to love God Himself with all our heart. Subsequently, whatever we do
in church, has that precise purpose. And that is why we go to pilgrimages, why we fast, why we pray, why we go to confes-
sion, why we light candles, why we read the lives of saints, why we do everything: it is our way of loving Christ.

Now, where is the mistake? The mistake is that unfortunately, we say that we do all these things in order to just become
good people.... to become better people....and that is where the big hoax lies. It is the step that we all stumble over. Be-
cause, if the purpose of the church was just to make us better people, then there wouldn't be any need for a personal rela-
tionship with Christ, nor would there be any reason for Christ to have come to the world. Why do you think we aren't able to
understand the saints? Or, to say something simpler, why we can't understand those who love God.
